You will need: card (small rectangle), pencil, glue or donble-sided tape and natural objects.

1. Drawing circles in pewcil, star+
with a large circle for it's head
and 9o smaller as vou come +o the
end of the caterpillar,

2. Usivg a glue stick or double-sided
tape, make our caterpillar sticky
so you can add a camouflage layer
of natural objects.

2. Now go into the garden
and collect small pieces of
grass, grass flowers and
twigs of varying colours and
add thewm to vour caterpillar.
